The Leaders of Tomorrow Awards nominee must: 
· Exhibit dedication and excellence in any field of volunteer work including 

school, community, church, athletics and fine arts 
· Inspire the spirit of volunteerism in others 
 

Volunteer involvement at any level is eligible.  The nominee’s activities may 
have taken place at any time, but should have had a positive impact in our 
communities. 
 

All recipients of LOT awards will be recognized at our annual function.  Up 
to eight applicants (two in each age category) may be selected for Excellence 
Awards in the case of exceptional contributions at the discretion of the judges. 
 

Age* categories for nomination are:      10 years old & under  
                 11 - 14 years old 
                 15 - 18 years old                    
                 19 - 22 years old  
 (* As of January 1, 2011) 

The completed nomination form must include a description of the nominee’s 
volunteer activities, how his/her involvement has positively impacted an 
organization or community, and  a recent photograph.
